Another new tool was the way
in which parishes support the
Diocese financially. Rather than a
complex formula, we are going to a
straight tithe, 10% of operating
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revenue. This is why churches have
always followed account basics and
separated ‘operating’ from ‘non-
operating’ revenue! It will take next
year’s convention to fully approve
and implement this change. If it were
in effect now, our pledge to the
Diocese would be about $24,000

instead of $30,000, as it is now.
