Some Financial Considerations 

 We are ñon budgetò.  It is always 

important to live with a budget and 

to live within oneôs means.  To the 

side is a brief Fund Activity Report.  

More detailed reports are available 

in the parish hall.  But, what does it 

mean to ñbe on budgetò or ñlive 

within oneôs meansò? 

 The Vestry has always worked at 

combining prudence with vision, 

and frugality with foresight.   

 That is part of the equation.  

Another part is knowing what we 

mean by ñmeansò.  Perhaps it means 

living with what monies come in 

and using them in ways that are 

appropriate to our purpose. 

 We are doing that.  The grounds 

are looking great and mirror the 

glory of God and the gentle care of 

his people, living and dead. 

 Architectural work continues in 

preparation for offering our youth 

and ourselves much needed 

meeting space. 

 Keep us about our means in three 

important ways: 

¶ Remember that your on-going gifts 

during the summer, pledged and 

unpledged, are vitally important to 

your well being and that of the parish; 

and, 

¶ If you give to both the Operating and 

Capital Campaign, indicate the 

amounts to each on the check or 

envelope so that our Contribution 

Reports to you will be correct. 

¶ Remember that you are our ñmeansò.
